SEWER NOTES
(PRIVATE DEVELOPMENT IMPROVEMENT PLANS ONLY)

1. ALL SEWER WORK SHALL BE IN ACCORDANCE WITH THIS PLAN, THE CITY OF VISTA STANDARD DRAWINGS (COVSD) AS LAST AMENDED, THE SAN DIEGO REGIONAL STANDARD DRAWINGS (SDRSD) AS LAST AMENDED, THE SAN DIEGO REGIONAL SUPPLEMENT AMENDMENTS TO SSPWC AS LAST AMENDED, 5)THE STANDARD SPECIFICATIONS FOR PUBLIC WORKS CONSTRUCTION (SSPWC) AS LAST AMENDED.  WHERE CONFLICTS ARISE, THE MOST LOCAL REQUIREMENTS SHALL PREVAIL.
2. TRENCH WIDTH AND TRENCHING SHALL BE PER SDRSD No. S-4 OR AS SHOWN ON THE PLANS.

3. PIPE BEDDING AND TRENCH BACKFILL SHALL BE IN ACCORDANCE WITH SDRSD No. S-4.  PVC (SDR 35) PIPE SHALL BE INSTALLED WITH TYPE C ROCK ENVELOPE PER S-4.  ROCK SIZE: ¾” MAX. CRUSHED ROCK.
4. AFTER COMPLETION OF PIPE LAYING, AND BEFORE PAVING, ALL MAIN LINE SEWERS, PRIVATE SEWER SERVICE LATERALS, AND STRUCTURES SHALL BE TESTED IN THE PRESENCE OF THE ENGINEER.  THE SEWER MAINS SHALL FIRST BE WAYNE BALLED, MANDRELED, AIR TESTED, AND THEN TELEVISED.

5. THE CONSTRUCTION OF PCC SEWER MANHOLES SHALL BE PER SDRSD No. S-17 (OR S-2). PRECAST MANHOLE BASES ARE ACCEPTABLE FOR USE WITH 8- THROUGH 12-INCH COLLECTOR SYSTEMS.  SEWER MANHOLES TESTING WILL BE ON A CASE-TO-CASE BASIS.  IF DETERMINED THAT A TEST IS NEEDED, A VACUUM TEST METHOD IN COMPLIANCE WITH ASTM C 1244-93 AND WITH CITY PROCEDURES SHALL BE PERFORMED.
6. THE CONSTRUCTION OF PRIVATE 4-INCH PVC (SDR 35) SEWER LATERAL SHALL BE PER SDRSD No. S-13 AND S-14 WITH 60-INCH MIN. COVER AT RIGHT-OF-WAY OR EDGE OF PUBLIC EASEMENT.  CONNECTION OF A PRIVATE LATERAL INTO AN EXISTING PUBLIC SEWER MAIN SHALL REQUIRE THE USE OF A STANDARD PVC WYE GASKETED SADDLE.  THE EXISTING PIPE WHERE THE SADDLE IS TO BE INSTALLED SHALL BE PROPERLY SAW CUT (OR BORED).  NO LATERAL SHALL DISCHARGE DIRECTLY INTO A PUBLIC MANHOLE.  AN INSCRIBED “S” SHALL BE MARKED ON THE CURB DIRECTLY ABOVE LOCATION OF THE SEWER LATERAL.

7. ALL NEWLY CONSTRUCTED SEWER MAINS SHALL BE 8-INCH (MIN.) PVC (SDR 35), WITH 7 (SEVEN) FEET MINIMUM COVER.

8. EACH LOT, AND/OR CONDOMINIUM SPACE SHALL BE SERVED BY A SEPARATE PRIVATE 4-INCH PVC (SDR 35) SEWER LATERAL SET AT A MINIMUM GRADE OF TWO PERCENT (2%), AND WITH A MINIMUM INVERT DEPTH OF FIVE (5) FEET BELOW TOP OF CURB OR PROPERTY LINE PER SDRSD No. S-13 AND S-14.  EACH PRIVATE LATERAL SHALL BE INSTALLED WITH A 4-INCH SEWER CLEANOUT  WITHIN THE SERVICED PARCEL AND AS CLOSE AS POSSIBLE TO THE BOUNDARY OF THE PUBLIC EASEMENT OR RIGHT-OF-WAY.  CLEANOUT TO BE INSTALLED AT GRADE WITHIN A CONCRETE UTILITY BOX.
9. ANY PRIVATE SEWER MAIN 6-INCH OR LARGER SHALL REQUIRE A MANHOLE AT THE MAIN LINE CONNECTION.
10. ADJUSTMENT AND RECONSTRUCTION OF SEWER MANHOLES SHALL BE IN CONFORMANCE WITH CITY OF VISTA STANDARD DRAWING No. 12.
11. ALL MANHOLE COVERS FOR PRIVATE SEWER SYSTEMS SHALL BE MANUFACTURED WITH "PRIVATE SEWER" STAMPED ON THE TOP OF THE LID.  CONVERSELY, "CITY OF VISTA" SHALL BE STAMPED ON MANHOLE COVERS THAT BELONG IN THE PUBLIC SYSTEM.
12. ALL SEWER MAINS (INCLUDING PRIVATE SEWER LATERALS WITHIN THE RIGHT-OF-WAY-AND PUBLIC SEWER EASEMENTS) SHALL BE INTERNALLY TELEVISED BY A CITY APPROVED TV INSPECTION FIRM AS FOLLOWS:
A. PRE-TELEVISING INSPECTION OF EXISTING PUBLIC SEWER FACILITIES WAS PERFORMED ON      DATE     TO ASSESS THE CONDITION OF THE PUBLIC MAIN AND ALL PRIVATE SEWER LATERALS WITHIN THE PUBLIC RIGHT-OF-WAY OR PUBLIC EASEMENTS.  THE APPROXIMATE LOCATION OF ALL PRIVATE SEWER LATERALS IS SHOWN ON THE PLANS.  NO GRADING OR TRENCHING WILL BE PERMITTED WITHOUT FIRST PERFORMING THE PRE-TELEVISING INSPECTION REQUIREMENT.
B. POST-TELEVISING INSPECTION OF EXISTING AND NEWLY CONSTRUCTED SEWER FACILITIES SHALL BE REQUIRED PRIOR TO FINAL PAVING AND/OR PRIOR TO FINAL ACCEPTANCE OF THE SEWER FACILITIES.  THIS INCLUDES PRIVATE SEWER LATERALS.

THE CONTRACTOR SHALL SUBMIT TO THE CITY ENGINEER A COLOR VHS VIDEO TAPE WITH VERBAL DESCRIPTION, A WRITTEN MANUSCRIPT OF THE PERTINENT DIALOGUE, AND A DIGITAL FILE OF THE TV INSPECTION DATABASE AND STILL PICTURES.  THE REQUIRED (MIN.) INFORMATION IS;  PROJECT NAME, DRAWING No., DATE & TIME, LINE ID AND LOCATION, PIPE SIZE AND TYPE, FOOTAGE, LATERAL LOCATION FROM THE UPSTREAM MANHOLE, AND ANY DEFECTS OR PROBLEM AREAS.  THIS TAPE WILL BE REVIEWED PRIOR TO FINAL ACCEPTANCE OF THE IMPROVEMENTS.

14. FILL AREAS MUST BE COMPACTED TO MINIMUM 90 PERCENT RELATIVE COMPACTION PRIOR TO PIPE INSTALLATION.
15. THE CONTRACTOR SHALL NOTIFY THE ENGINEERING DEPARTMENT 48 HOURS IN ADVANCE OF BEGINNING WORK TO ARRANGE FOR INSPECTION (24-HOUR PHONE: (760-639-6113).

19. ENTRY TO CITY/DISTRICT MANHOLES IS CONSIDERED CONFINED SPACE ENTRY AS DEFINED IN SECTION 5156, 5157, AND 5158 OF CALIFORNIA OSHA TITLE 8 CCR GISO.  IN ADVANCE OF SUCH ENTRY, A CONFINED SPACE ENTRY PLAN SHALL BE SUBMITTED FOR REVIEW AND ACCEPTANCE BY THE CITY/DISTRICT ENGINEER.
20. SEWER ACCESS:  THIS IS TO CERTIFY THAT I HAVE REVIEWED THE ATTACHED SEWER PLANS AND HAVE DETERMINED THAT ALL SEWER MANHOLES ARE ACCESSIBLE BY RECORDED EASEMENT; AND THAT ALL ACCESS EASEMENTS WILL BE IMPROVED IN COMPLIANCE WITH SEWER NOTE #17.
