Replacement of Ductile Iron Pipe (DIP) Influent Gravity Main.  Recent failures of ductile iron pipes have resulted in questions regarding the integrity of metallic pipes in general; 
based on concerns over metal pipe failure, the DIP should be replaced first.  The project scope will be determined by the results of the Closed Circuit Television (CCTV) inspection.  
This project internally will rehabiliate lines wherever possible to renew the pipe with non-corrosive material at a lower cost than open-cut replacement.

Age Related Pipeline Replacements 2009-2010

PROJECT DESCRIPTION
In the Buena Sanitation District, over 35% of the system is between 20 and 30 years old.  Based on the assumption that a useful pipe may be successfully extended beyond 50 
years with rehabilitation, the City has developed a plan to rehabilitate or replace pipe length (as determined by age and necessity) that spans each decade and each year.  The 
project scope will be determined by the results of the Closed Circuit Television (CCTV) project and other testing.  The CCTV project provides internal video of the pipelines, and 
informs the CIP projects by identifiying pipeline deficiencies and locations.

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Glossary of Terms

Appropriation An authorization made by the City Council which permits officials to incur obligations and to make expenditures of resources.  
Appropriations are usually made for fixed amounts and are typically granted for a one year period.

Assessed Valuation The value of real property and improvements, as determined by the County Assessor, against which the property tax levy is assessed.

Budget A plan of financial operation embodying an estimate of proposed expenditures for a given period of time and the proposed means of 
financing them.

Budgetary Practices The City of Vista is a general law city in the State of California and does not legally require a budget; however, the City Council biennially 
reviews and adopts the budget which is controlled at the fund levels on a modified accrual basis.  Operating appropriations lapse at the 
end of each fiscal year.  Changes to appropriations during the year are submitted to the City Manager for Council review and approval.

Building Permit Fee Fee required for new construction or for any alteration or addition to a residence or commercial building.

Capital Improvement Projects which purchase or construct capital assets.  Typically capital improvements include new street improvements, construction of 
public facilities, and major maintenance/repair projects such as street resurfacing or modifications to public facilities.

Capital Outlay Expenditure for the acquisition of capital assets.

Capital Budget A plan of proposed capital expenditures and the appropriations to finance them.  The capital budget is usually enacted as part of the 

Capital Improvement A comprehensive 5-year plan of implementing proposed capital projects which identifies priorities as to need, cost, and method of 

Capital Assets Assets of significant value and having a useful life of several years (the term fixed assets is also used).

Community Development As required by the grant regulations, this fund was established in order to account for the receipt and expenditure of CDBG funds 

Construction The construction phase encompasses all tasks to completely construct the project per the contract documents.

Debt Service Payment of interest and repayment of principal to holders of the City's debt instruments.

Design The design phase of a capital project encompasses all tasks required to perform a final design and prepare contract documents for formal 
bid.  The design should be in conformance with the parameters and criteria set forth in the pre-design phase.  The design phase includes 
detailed plans, profiles, sections, and details for the various elements of construction.

Drainage Fees Fees are collected from developers to pay for future drainage needs created by their project.  Fees are also used to pay debt service on 
bonds that were used to construct drainage related projects.

Encumbrance An amount of money committed for the payment of goods and services not yet received or paid for.  A purchase orders is a common 
encumbrance.

Enterprise Funds These funds are sued to account for City operations that are financed and operated in a manner similar to private business enterprises.  
The intent of the City in using this type of fund is to see that the costs (expenses, including depreciation) of providing these services to the 
general public on a continuing basis are financed or recovered primarily through user charges.
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Glossary of Terms

Expenditure The actual payment for goods and services.

Fire Protection Fees Fees are collected from developers to pay for future demand on fire infrastructure created by their project.

Fiscal Year The financial year for the City of Vista is July 1 through June 30 of the subsequent year.

Fund Balance The difference between the assets (revenue and other resources) and liabilities (expenditures incurred or committed to) for a particular 
fund.

Fund An accounting entity with a set of self-balancing revenue and expenditure accounts used to record the financial affairs of a governmental 
organization.

General Fund The General Fund is the general operating fund of the City.  All revenues and receipts that are not allocated by law or contractual 
agreement to some other fund are accounted for in this fund.  Expenditures of this fund include the general operating expenditures and 
capital improvement costs which are not paid through other funds.

Landscape and Lighting 
Districts

The various maintenance districts were established to provide landscape/open space maintenance and street lighting throughout the City 
of Vista.  Service fees are levied specifically for these purposes.

Operating Budget Day-to-day costs of delivering City services.

Pre-Design The pre-design phase encompasses all tasks that are required to adequately define the scope of the project to be used to request 
proposals for professional services.  During the pre-design phase different engineering approaches to the project are evaluated by the 
entities involved.  A consensus is then reached regarding the direction of the project.

Public Facilities Fees Fees are collected from developers to pay for future demand on public facilities created by their project.  Fees are also used to pay debt 
service on bonds that were used to construct public facility related projects.

Reserve An account used to indicate that a portion of a fund's balance is legally restricted for a specific purpose and is, therefore, not available for 
general appropriations.

Reserves A savings account maintained for restricted use, i.e. capital improvement projects or for unrestricted use to protect the City from 
emergencies or unanticipated expenditures.

Revenue Income received through such sources as taxes, fines, fees, grants or service charges which can be used to finance operations or capital 
assets.

Solid Waste Management 
Fund

This fund was established to account for the solid waste management activities of the City, which includes recycling, source reduction, 
and hazardous waste disposal.

Special Revenue Funds Special Revenue Funds are utilized to account for revenues derived from specific sources which are legally restricted to expenditures for 
specified purposes.
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Glossary of Terms

State Gas Tax Funds Portions of the tax rate per gallon levied by the State of California on all gasoline purchases are allocated to cities throughout the state.  
These funds are restricted to expenditures for transit and street-related purposes only.

TransNet Fund The TransNet Fund is used to account for the San Diego County Proposition A one-half (1/2) cent transportation sales tax which went into 
effect on July 1, 1988.  All revenues in this fund must be expended for certain transportation related purposes.

Traffic Signal Fees Fees required for a developer/builder for purposes of defraying the actual or estimated costs of constructing future traffic signalization 
improvement in the vicinity of the development/building.  These funds are used for the construction or reimbursement for construction of 
traffic signals within the area from which the fees comprising the fund were collected.
