Do You Need a Ride? 
Out & About Vista provides fast, friendly and 
affordable transportation to our community. 
Eligible adults receive door-to-door transportation 
assistance for shopping, medical appointments, 
and other excursions.  
 

Our program offers two types of service: shuttle bus 
and volunteer drivers. 
 

Shuttle Service 
One day notice required to schedule door-to-door 
transportation. 
 

Volunteer Drivers 
Seven (7) day notice required to schedule door-to-
door service with our volunteers. Riders are limited 
to 150 miles per month with volunteers. 
 

Who is Eligible? 
Our program offers services to City of Vista 
residents 60 years and older. At this time, 
disability is not a qualification.  
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 

Shuttle Schedule  
Shopping days are determined by the area riders 
live in. The shuttle provides door-to-door service, 
picking riders up at their home and returning 
them after their errands.

Out & About Excursions 
We offer door-to-door transportation to the 
following Moonlight Stage Productions 
events: 

 •Matinees at the Avo Playhouse 
Affordable Transportation 
Shuttle Service: $3 per round trip 
Cash or pre-paid travel card. 
Rides Outside of Vista/Volunteer Driver Service: $5 
per round trip ($10 for rides that are more than 50 
miles roundtrip.  Example trips are Vista to La Jolla 
or San Diego.) 
Riders are billed bi-monthly for services. 
Each $30 travel card purchase receives on 
free ride! 

•Evening performances at the Moonlight 
Amphitheatre Volunteer Schedule 

Volunteer hours and availability vary 
each week. Medical appointments 
made 7-days in advance are given 
priority. All other appointments will be 
accommodated based on driver 
availability. Riders will be notified at 
least 5-days in advance if an 
appointment cannot be accommodated.
